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Volunteer Agreement

This Volunteer Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between ______________________________, a _________________________ (the “Association” or “MLS”) and __________________, individually (the “Volunteer”).

RECITALS

A. The Association has appointed the Volunteer to serve as set forth in this Agreement, and Volunteer has agreed to accept the appointment.

B. In connection with the appointment and service by Volunteer, Volunteer may be engaged in the development of certain projects that involve the creation of intellectual property rights that will belong to the Association.

C. In consideration for the appointment, Volunteer agrees to enter into this Agreement.

AGREEMENT


In exchange for good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency and receipt of which are hereby acknowledged, Volunteer and Association agree as follows:

1. Appointment.  Association hereby appoints Volunteer to serve in the capacity of __________________ (the “Appointment”), until either Association or Volunteer terminates such appointment.  Volunteer agrees and acknowledges that Volunteer serves strictly at the pleasure of the Association, and the Appointment may be terminated at any time and for any reason.
2. Assignment of Intellectual Property Rights.  Volunteer acknowledges that during the course of the Appointment, Volunteer may be engaged in activities sponsored by the Association, or otherwise, whereby original works of authorship, or other intellectual property may be created, and that Association desires to retain all intellectual property rights in all projects in which Volunteer in engaged.  Without the agreement of Volunteer under this Agreement, Association would not make the Appointment.  Therefore, in consideration for the Appointment, Volunteer hereby irrevocably assigns and transfers to Association any and all copyright rights, and other intellectual property rights, and all actions and causes of actions related to the foregoing, and all damages, profits, and other recoveries related thereto, which may be created, had, developed, acquired or contributed during the course of the Appointment.  Volunteer agrees and acknowledges that Association will own all intellectual property rights associated with all works created during the course of the Appointment, and Volunteer shall not challenge or take any action inconsistent with such rights.
3. Relationship of the Parties.  Volunteer acknowledges that he/she is a Volunteer of Association and nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to create a partnership, or joint venture, between Association and Volunteer.  Volunteer will not make any claim, demand, or application to or for any right or privilege applicable to an officer or employee of Association, including, but not limited to, workers' compensation coverage, unemployment insurance benefits, social security coverage, health insurance, disability insurance, or retirement benefits.  In addition, Volunteer will comply with all applicable tax obligations.  Volunteer shall be responsible for the purchase of his/her own equipment, materials, tools, transportation and other expenses or costs under this Agreement, and Association shall have no obligation to reimburse Volunteer for any expenses or costs incurred by Volunteer in the performance of Volunteer’s duties under this Agreement.
4. Work Only by Volunteer.  Volunteer agrees and acknowledges that this Agreement is being entered into with Volunteer because of the unique qualifications and attributes of Volunteer.  Accordingly, this Agreement is personal to Volunteer and Volunteer may not assign any of his/her rights or delegate any of his/her duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of Association, which consent may be withheld for any reason in Association’s sole discretion.  Any attempt to assign, transfer, or delegate any of Volunteer’s rights, duties, or obligations under this Agreement or enter into any sub-agreement without such consent shall be void.  This Agreement shall be binding upon all permitted successors and assigns.

6. Attorney’s Fees.  If any action is brought by either party to this Agreement against the other party regarding the subject matter of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover, in addition to any other relief granted, reasonable attorney fees, costs, and expenses of litigation.

7. Governing Law; Submission to Jurisdiction.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state of __________.  Volunteer acknowledges that by entering into this Agreement and accepting the Appointment, Volunteer has transacted business in the state of ________.  By transacting business in the state of ___________ by agreement, Volunteer voluntarily submits and consents to, and waives any defense to the jurisdiction of courts located in ___________ County, state of __________, as to all matters relating to or arising from this Agreement.


8. No Third Party Beneficiaries.  This Agreement is for the sole and exclusive benefit of Association and MLS and is not intended to benefit any third party.  No third party may claim any right or benefit under or seek to enforce any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

Entire Agreement.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between Volunteer and Association concerning the subject matter of this Agreement, and supersedes any contemporaneous or prior proposal, representation, agreement, or understanding between the parties.  This Agreement may not be amended except in writing signed by Association and Volunteer.

9. Survival. The provisions of Sections 2 and 3 of this Agreement shall survive any termination of this Agreement.
