POSITION SUMMARY:
The Lobbyist works with the Government Affairs Director (GAD) to help educate local lawmakers and elected officials based on a pre-approved plan of action developed by the association. As a contracted individual, the GAD is the first point of contact or as she/he designates. 
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:
· Association Liaison: The single point of contact is the GAD.
· Plan of Action: Work focus will be outlined in a contract negotiated by the Chief Staff Executive (CSE) or GAD.  Ongoing updates on issue emphasis or legislative contacts will be provided by the GAD. 

· Committee and BOD Liaison: As requested, the Lobbyist will provide updates and recommendations for action to the Governmental Affairs Committee, Board of Directors, and at membership meetings, as directed.
· Legal Compliance: The Lobbyist will execute all efforts and plans in compliance with local, state, and federal law.  Keep the association updated of new laws impacting political efforts. 
· National/State Connection: As requested, the Lobbyist will interact with both the state and national associations to remain updated on related issues. This may include attending state or national events. 

· Education: Write articles for the newsletter, blog, and use other communication vehicles to educate the association membership about issues and political efforts, as requested by the association.
· Core Standards: Assists the GAD to ensure related NAR Core Standards are achieved annually.
